Children accessing Targeted Provision will likely have a support plan, which will have between 1 – 3 targets. Targets are set and reviewed 3 times a year in line with our SEND policy.  Children on the SEND register have access to Whole School Provision as well as adapted and targeted provision, which is recorded on our Adaptive Teaching Registers.
In addition, Personal Emergency Evacuation Plans (PEEPS) are completed for children who need support to exit the building in an emergency. 
At Frampton Cotterell Primary School, we have good working relationships with external professionals who work in collaboration with us to implement the best possible provision for our children.
