Next week, our Year 1 children will be taking their Phonics Screening Check, while our Year 4 pupils will be completing their Multiplication Tables Check. These assessments are a chance for the children to demonstrate all the learning and progress they have made. We are incredibly proud of the effort and determination they show every day and would like to wish them all the very best of luck. We know they will all do their best and be amazing!
Yesterday, local engineering companies Atkins Réalis, Cavendish Nuclear and the MOD came into school to run an engineering day with Year 5. The children designed, built and tested motor-powered fan boats. All the boats were timed, with the fastest winning their own robotics kit. All the children had a super day, learning about forces, electrical safety and engineering design. They demonstrated great problem-solving skills and amazing teamwork.
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Times Tables Rock Stars

Times Tables Rock Stars is a fun and engaging online programme that helps children improve their multiplication and division skills through exciting games and challenges! Children from Years 1 to 6 can access this brilliant online resource at home (on a laptop or tablet) to practise their times-tables and prepare for the Multiplication Check that is completed in Year 4 and the SATs Maths tests that are completed in Year 6. Children can create their own rock star character and compete in tournaments to earn points. The interactive activities build confidence, increase speed and accuracy, and make learning times tables enjoyable for all learners! Please check in your child's reading record for your child's username and password (or talk to your child's teacher if you cannot find it).  Keep rocking!
Attendance Reminder

Good attendance is essential for children to make the most of their learning opportunities and build positive routines for the future. We kindly remind parents and carers that holidays should not be taken during term time. The Department for Education’s statutory guidance, ‘Working Together to Improve School Attendance,’ makes it clear that a leave of absence during term time should only be granted in exceptional circumstances. It is unlikely that a leave of absence will be granted for the purpose of a family holiday. All requests for a leave of absence must be made using the form available on the website or from the school office. Please note that permission is granted at the Headteacher’s discretion.

In August 2024, a new national threshold for when Penalty Notices must be considered came into effect. A Penalty Notice will likely be issued if a child has 10 or more unauthorised sessions (equivalent to 5 school days) within a rolling 10-week period, for any reason. The fine is currently £80 per parent, per child (if paid within 21 days), rising to £160 if not paid within that time.
